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Question:  What is the best temperature to drink red wine? Room temperature or other? 
 

Don Cheech’s Answer:   65 degrees is the answer for most red wines... How do you measure 65 degrees? Well, you 
can think of it as a few degrees lower than most living room temperatures or you can carry around a thermometer. I vote for 
the first, but it's up to you.. You may want to drink lighter bodied reds like some Pinot Noirs a few degrees lower, like 60 
degrees. So, if you're going to pour the wine a little while before drinking it, consider pouring it at a few degrees lower, like 
55-60. Then let the surrounding room temperature take charge and in no time the wine will be at the ideal 60-65 degree 
drinking temperature. If you store your wine in your closet or other areas and it is already at room temperature, put the bot-
tle in the fridge for half hour to forty five minutes, then open, pour, let sit for a few, then drink... Another quick tip - hold the 
glass around the stem to avoid getting the juice to body temperature...or just drink it quicker. This will all begin to come 
naturally to you as you drink red wines more frequently...Enjoy,
