They@e perfect for sipping
before ameal, but with their citrusy flavors, they also seem like they would go well with foods. What dishes can |
pair with these wines?

Don Cheech’s Answer: Buon Natalel- David, no self-respecting son of Italy would be caught dead with a glass
of white winein their hand. However, to answer your question, many California vintners are now making their
Sauvignon Blancsin light, fruit-driven styles, similar to New Zealand wines, while others prefers more full-
bodied wines that emphasize oak. Bright, tangy styles match well with most seafoods (try crab legs, oysters,
shrimp and sea bass) and even normally challenging vegetables such as artichokes, asparagus and spinach. These
crisp wines will also go well with many spicy foods, such as Cagjun, Creole, Mexican and Asian-inspired dishes.
Full-bodied, oakier wines can stand up to lighter meats, such as pork and veal, as well as richer seafood.
